GENERAL INFORMATION

As the result of a legacy received by BTF, an award of £2000 is being offered to enable medical researchers to supplement an existing project into medullary thyroid cancer, preferably for a study that will improve the early detection of the disease.  Funds will be awarded for consumables, running costs and necessary items of equipment.  Applications for personal computers are not considered.  After completion of the project, any equipment purchased with the grant will belong to the institution in which the research was carried out.  Support for technical staff costs/salaries will only be considered in well-justified applications.  

A panel appointed by the Trustees of the British Thyroid Foundation, in conjunction with the British Thyroid Association and members of the British Thyroid Foundation, will referee applications.  An award may not be made if the panel considers that applications are not of a sufficiently high standard.Applications will be graded on a four-point system as follows: 1. Track record of applicant. 2. Quality of research proposal. 3. Value for money. 4. Outcome likely to be relevant to the aims of the BTF and of a high quality.  The award will be given to the application that achieves the highest score and is considered to be of a high standard.  Feedback on unsuccessful applications will not be given.  

Please confine your application to the form provided; additional material will not be considered.  Please send 5 copies of the completed application form.  The closing date for receipt of applications is 31st August 2007.

CONDITIONS OF THE AWARD 

The award is available for research normally carried out within Great Britain and Eire.

The award must be used only for the purpose set out in the application as approved by the Trustees of the British Thyroid Foundation.  Any changes must first be agreed with the Trustees.  Extensions are not normally considered. 

The award is not transferable without the approval of the Trustees of the British Thyroid Foundation.

The award will be paid in three stages: 50% at the beginning, 25% after receipt of the interim report at 6 months and 25% upon submission and acceptance of the final report and financial statement.

In the event of the project being cancelled at any time, or not started within 6 months of the award being made, any award money paid out should be returned in full to the British Thyroid Foundation accompanied by a letter of explanation.

The award is normally exempt from income tax under Section 331 Income and Corporation Taxes Act 1988.

The award is made on the understanding that the investigation complies with the safety and ethical regulations of the institution.  If an application to the ethical committee of your institution has not been made, this must be explained.

The British Thyroid Foundation should be acknowledged in any media coverage or publication arising from the work carried out.

A brief summary explaining in lay-friendly terms should accompany the application.

A progress report in lay-friendly terms on the work undertaken should be submitted to the British Thyroid Foundation not later than 6 months after receipt of the grant.

A final report in lay-friendly terms should be submitted on completion of the project.

Trustees of the British Thyroid Foundation may not apply for this research award.

3. FINAL REPORTS

Reports should be submitted by the applicant and should include:

Details of the work carried out during the period of the award, a brief assessment of the significance of the work, and a list of relevant publications.

An account for publication in the Foundation's Newsletter, to be written in layman's terms, including comments on the value of the project to the research group.

The final report, accompanied by a financial statement from the Accounts Officer of your institution, should be submitted on completion of the project to:
